Itis common to have little pain, once the anaesthesia has
worn off. Take the medicines that doctor has prescribed.

¥ ‘/ It is common for a little blood to 0oze out from the extraction
site. If it does not stop within 24 hours, consult your dentist.

‘/ One day after extraction, gargle with salt water at least four
times a day as it fastens healing.

To prevent swelling, apply an ice pack or a cold towel to
your cheek behind the area of tooth extraction. Do this
for at least 20 minutes. Repeat the same every 2 hour
for the first 24 hours.

Avoid hot & hard food stuffs on the day of extraction.

Do not disturb the blood clot that has formed at the
extraction site, by frequent gargling.

Avoid spitting after extraction, it may leads o bleeding.

At the extraction site, it is common to notice bone fragn?ent.
Thinking that it is broken tooth, do not touch the area‘wnth
tongue or fingers. This may leads to infection & swelling.

Do not brush your teeth for the first 8 hours after surgery.
